Chief Wright also asks
for persons who have been
approached about purchas-
ing new power tools and
lawn equipment to call his
office. Pawn shops should
be on the alert.

“We’re close to break-
ing this case, and we want
to get those responsible in
custody as soon as possible
before they try to do this type
of crime somewhere else,”
Chief Wright said.

Chief Wright has

stepped up patrols and is
keeping a close eye on
downtown businesses in the
wake of the burglaries.

“Unfortunately, we’re
in a down economy and
some people tend to take
desperate measures when-
ever that occurs,” Chief
Wright said. “We want folks
to know that we’re work-
ing hard to combat crime and
we need them to keep their
eyes open also.”
