Towns County High
School Senior Gabby Arencibia
has received still another honor
for her outstanding high school
career as she was named last
weekend to the Atlanta Journal
and Constitution Class A All
State Basketball Team.

She received recogni-
tion on the five-member second
team, placing her among the
Top 10 Class A girls basketball
players in the state after having
broken the known state record
for all classifications for 3-point
baskets made in a single game
with 13 in a game last year and
in surpassing the known career
record of 293 as a senior this
year.

Among numerous simi-
lar honors are honorable men-
tion All-State last year and the
Region 8-A Player of the Year
for the recently completed 2012
season.

Arencibia is one of
just three players from pub-
lic schools making the first or
second team with the others
being seniors Courtney Wil-
liams of Charlton County on the
first team and Artisha Holston
of Taylor County on the sec-
ond. The other members of the
first and second teams attend

private schools in either metro
Atlanta or Savannah. Five of
10 players receiving honorable
mention attend private schools
with three attending county
schools and the other two city
schools.

The Lady Indians have
faced several members of the
2012 All State Team in compe-
tition during the 2012 and prior
seasons. Among them are first
team member Morgan Batey of
Pace Academy in state tourna-
ment play last year and in regu-
lar season play this year and first
team member Holli Wilkins of
Wesleyan during state tourna-
ment play in 2009 and 2010.

Additional Class A all
state players competing against
the Lady Indians during this and
other recent years are honor-
able mention members Kassidy
Blevins of Gordon Lee, McK-
enzie Bolden of Holy Inno-
cents’, Terar Stewart of Dar-
lington, and Haley Zwecker of
Pace Academy. Another former
Lady Indians opponent receiv-
ing honorable mention honors
in Class AA is Krista Dixon of
Rabun County.

Finally, McKenna Rush-
ton received second team hon-
ors in Class AAA after she and
her twin sister, Mary Kate, led
North Hall to the state final
four in their classification. The
