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ments generally rely on at
least a four-month operating
cash flow.

District 2 Public
Health is made up of 13
counties in Northeast Geor-
gia, including Towns County.
The county’s health depart-
ment is funding by local dol-
lars in addition to state grant-
in-aid. The health depart-
ment is managed by the
County Board of Health.

Dr. Westfall told the
group that the Fiscal 2011
budget is a continuation of
the 2010 budget. The pro-
posed budget for 2011 in-
cludes two furlough days per
month for each employee,
which generates a cost sav-
ings of $39,762.

With the General As-
sembly still in session, there
are still no clear indications
of Public Health funding for
FY2011.

With that in mind, Dr.
Westfall is presenting a lo-
cal budget that includes the
same $116,180 grant-in-aid
funding from the state as in
2010, which was a reduction
of 8 percent of the original
2010 budget amount of
$127,120.

Revenues for FY 2011

are projected at a no frills
total of $501,008. FY 2011
includes no raises for em-
ployees. It also anticipates
the employer portion of
health care insurance to be
23 percent in July.

The accuracy of the
projections for FY 2010,
which ends June 30, as well
as the accuracy of FY 2011
projections, depends on the
impact of budget discussions
made by state lawmakers,
no changes in staffing for-
mulas, and projected rev-
enues and expenses remain-
ing the same as anticipated,
Dr. Westfall said.

Any significant change
in either expenses or rev-
enues will result in a change
of the bottom line, Dr.
Westfall said.

The health department
expenditures for FY 2011
are $569,587. That’s a short-
fall of $68,579, resulting in a
rapidly decreasing fund bal-
ance for the local public
health department.

The Towns County
Board of Health’s make up
includes Sole Commissioner
Bill Kendall, Young Harris
Mayor Andrea Gibby,
Towns County School Su-
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crowd cheered him on in
support. However, it was Dr.
Le Church & Staft’s rendi-
tion of Man of Constant
Sorrow by The Soggy Bot-
tom Boys that put the audi-
ence into fits of laughter.

Dr. Westfall, the
District 2 Public Health Di-
rector functions as the Chief
Executive Officer of each
county board of health
within the district.

“Our health depart-
ment is vital to this commu-
nity,”  Commissioner
Kendall said. “We’ve got to
make sure it remains fis-
cally stable.”

Towns County al-
ready pays more per capita
than any of its neighboring
counties, with a per capita
cost of $16.12.

Rabun County ranks
second with a per capita
cost of $15.66; Lumpkin
County ranks third with a
per capita cost of $10.06;
Union County ranks fourth
with a per capita cost of
$9.63.

Fannin County has the
smallest per capita operat-
ing cost at $1.81.

The Fiscal 2011 health
department budget could be
adopted in April.

In other business, Dr.
Cochran announced he will
take a leave of absence due
to health-related issues.
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chairman of the Senate
