Basket Weavers Guil_d

Sherlene Dillon from
Clayton (GA) presented a
program to basket weavers
after the April 14th member-
ship meeting of the Shooting
Creek Basket Weavers Guild.
Sherlene and her husband
Stephen owned an antique
store in Clayton, specializ-
ing in antiques dating back
to the pre-Revolutionary War
era. Sherlene’s area of exper-
tise is native American Indian
baskets. She explained to the
members that how a basket is
constructed may help to deter-
mine what tribe wove the bas-
ket. If someone is interested
in collecting such baskets she
recommended several books
to help in their education. She

provided the membership with
great information which she il-
lustrated with baskets that she
sells locally and on the Inter-
net. Sherlene is very knowl-
edgeable about American In-
dian baskets and was glad to
share this with local basket
weavers.
