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Cornwell case
GBI Public Affairs Direc-

tor John Bankhead told North
Georgia News that the GBI is
investigating to see if there is
some link between the late
James Scott Carringer, 42, of
Young Harris, and the disap-
pearance of Kristi Cornwell.
Cornwell has been missing
since Aug. 11, 2009.

In April, Carringer killed
himself inside a car in
Buckhead. He was a suspect in
the abduction and rape of a
person he knew.

The GBI has not called
Carringer a suspect or a per-
son of interest in the Cornwell
case. Carringer drove a silver
Nissan Xterra prior to obtain-
ing the black vehicle he had
when he killed himself. A sil-
ver Nissan may have been in-
volved in the Cornwell case.
The GBI has been to
Carringer's home, but did not
say if they found any evidence.

"We don't know if there
is any connection of not be-
tween James Scott Carrigner
and the disappearance of Kristi
Cornwell," Bankhead said.

The website
www.nganews.com will pub-
lish information from law en-
forcement agencies about this
situation and the Cornwell case
as it becomes available.

Apiece of Towns County’s
heritage will be its future.

Sole Commissioner

county will purchase land on
Mining Gap Trail to preserve
as green space and create a
county park.

The park’s footprint is
about the size of the Towns

said. “The deed will read
that this property will be a
park in perpetuity so future
leaders cannot change this.”
