your age. Oh, I had a state
championship, a college schol-
arship; I dated and eventually
married the best-looking girl in
school.

“Still, something was
missing,” he said. “Jesus
Christ was missing from my life.
I thought I could get religion
when [ was old and gray. When
I got out in the real world,
things weren’t as easy as they
were at Towns County High
School.

“Life didn’t make sense
until I found Jesus Christ,” he

said. “I encourage you to think
before you act. Go out and
leave a mark in this world. Be
everything that you can be.”

TCHS Principal Roy
Perren encouraged the Class of
2010 to always work hard, and
always keep a positive attitude.

“Those two things will
carry you a long way in life,”
Perren said.

“The Class of 2010 is a
persistent group,” he said.

My advice to them is to never
give up on their dreams and al-
ways, always be positive in life.”

The awards for best
scores on the Georgia High
School Graduation Test fol-
lowed. The first group, know
as the “516 Club”, “is quite
a large group,” said Perren.

“These are the stu-
dents that passed all of their
graduation test plus, in
mathematics, they made a
score of 516 or better. To
pass the math portion of the
graduation test, you have to
make a score of 500 but the
federal government actually
recognizes 516 as a pass-
ing score,” he said.

Next, honors for stu-
dents who achieved the sta-
tus of “Advanced Profi-
ciency” on the graduation
test. These students not only
met graduation require-
ments, but excelled in the
process.

The “A-B” Honor
Roll and All “A” Honor Roll
were announced for each
grade. At the conclusion of
that ceremony, Tiffany
Hooper, was honored for
the Perfect Attendance
Award.

Perren closed the
evening’s ceremony, satisfied
with the fact that all TCHS
students, regardless of grade
level, had been recognized for
their academic excellence.

“There aren’t enough
words to express just how
proud I am of these stu-
dents,” he said.
