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THRILLING WIN FOR
JOHNSON AT DOVER

DOVER, Del.—Jimmy
Johnson’s Sunday win in the
Autism 400 at Dover was noth-
ing less than incredible.

Johnson, who led 298 laps
of the 400-1ap race, took on four
tires with 30 laps to go. Many
other teams only got two. The
two extra tires cost Johnson 11
positions. He went from first
to 11th.

It was a lot of ground to
make up and a lot of cars to pass.
But Johnson put his No. 48
Lowe’s Chevrolet in overdrive
and caught the leader Tony
Stewart six laps from the finish.

Johnson and Stewart raced
side-by-side for the next three
times around the one-mile oval,
and treated the fans to some ex-
citing racing. But near the end,
Johnson’s four new tires made
the difference. He was able to
pass Stewart, who had only two
new tires, three laps later.

“I really had to suck it
up and get going there at the
end,” said Johnson. “But the
only reason I could do it was
because we had an awesome
race car today. We’ve had a
lot of fast cars, but this was a
special one.

“At the end I just had to
go. I got to running around at
the top of the track with Tony
and had a heck of a time.”

Stewart’s runner-up finish
allowed him to take over as the
new Sprint Cup points leader.

“The fastest car won the
race today for sure,” said
Stewart. “I'm just excited for our
guys that we’re able to run as
good as we do. We really didn’t
have a second-place car, but my
guys on the pit crew did an awe-
some job there at the end and
got me some track position.”

JUNIOR HAS NEW CREW
CHIEF

Rick Hendrick has re-
placed Tony Eury Jr., chew
chief and cousin of Dale
Earnhardt Jr.. Eury was reas-
signed to Hendrick
Motorsports' research and de-
velopment group. Lance
McGrew, who has worked with
several NASCAR Sprint Cup
and Nationwide Series drivers
over the years, was named as
Earnhardt's interim crew chief
starting with the Cup race at
Pocono next weekend.

Brian Whitesell, man-
ager of Earnhardt's No. 88
Chevrolet team, called the
race this past weekend at Do-
ver. Earnahrdt Jr. managed a
respectible 12th-place finish.

Pressure on Hendrick to
make the change had been
building in recent weeks, but
he didn't act until after
Earnhardt finished 40th in the
43-car field Monday in the
Coca-Cola 600.

“The frustration after
Charlotte just reached a point
with all of us that we said, let's
try something different,”
Hendrick said in a teleconfer-
ence.

“This year, our goal is
to make the Chase and we
think we can do it. Some guys
are going to have to have some
bad luck and we're going to
have to run a ton better.”

Hendrick said Eury has
"tremendous talent" and that
“we want him to be part of our
organization for a long time.”

But Earnhardt's struggle
created “probably the most
pressure that I've felt in rac-
ing since I don't know when,”
Hendrick said. “Hopefully
we're going to ease some of
that. We just need a fresh
start.”

Junior met with report-

ers at Dover and said the pain
of his split with cousin Tony
Eury Jr. “may linger for a long
time.”

“When you're at
Hendrick Motorsports you're in
the best equipment, and you
should win races,” said Junior.
“And if you don't, that makes
for a hard argument that you
had any business being there in
the first place.

“We've got to work hard
the next six months to give our-
selves that argument.

“And I really think we
can do it.

“Everyone on that team
knows we've got the micro-
scope on us. That's sometimes
a good thing, sometimes a bad
thing.

“If you don't run top-five
or top-10 every week, you're
not that good.

“Most everyone else in
the field doesn't get that kind
of scrutiny, doesn't get ridden
so hard.

“But we know those are
the stakes, and that when we
show up at the race track we
have to live up to those expec-
tations.”

Meanwhile the issue over
Jeremy Mayfield’s drug
supsension by NASCAR grew
even more complex.

Mayfield and his attor-
ney went to court Friday in at-
tempt to get a restraining or-
der against NASCAR. The
judge denied Mayfield’s re-
quest because Mayfield and his
team did not show up for the
Dover race.

Mayfield said he had
been taking two medications;
one was Claritin-D and the
other was a prescription drug

for Anxiety and Attention Defi-
cit Disorder.

NASCAR said he had
tested positive for a third drug,
which they labeled extremely
dangerous. Mayfield said he
had not been told about the third
drug, which could have been
amphetamines.

In the suit, Mayfield al-
leged that NASCAR did not
follow proper testing procedures
and failed to give him a chance
to prove his innocence. He even
said one of the samples had been
tampered with before it was
tested.

Another hearing has been
set for next Wednesday.

A hungry bear can ruin a camping trip

How to deter bears from taking up residence at campsites

Whether a summer
camping trip or a stay at a
cozy cabin in the woods, there’s
always a possibility for a black
bear sighting or encounter in
North Georgia. With more than
75 established campgrounds
and an estimated 1,200-1,500
black bears in North Georgia,
campers should always be
aware and prepared for a black
bear encounter. The key to pre-
venting an unfavorable experi-
ence is to properly store food
and garbage.

“Bears can become ha-
bituated to people when they are
fed - whether intentional or not.
When a bear knows it can get
a ‘free meal,” it will return
again and again until eventu-
ally it loses its natural fear of
humans. This is when the ma-
jority of human-bear conflicts
occur and the bear is regarded
a nuisance,” explains Adam
Hammond, wildlife biologist
with the Georgia Department
of Natural Resources’ Wildlife
Resources Division.

Proper food storage
while camping means that no
food, drinks, coolers or garbage
should be left out in the open
and available to bears or other
wildlife. Even non-food items

with strong odors, such as tooth-
paste, deodorant and soap
should be secured. All food
and scented items should be
secured either inside a ve-
hicle, or if backcountry camp-
ing, inside a knapsack and
hoisted out of reach of bears
and other wildlife.

Black bears commonly
are found in three areas of the
state - the north Georgia moun-
tains, the Ocmulgee River
drainage system in central
Georgia and the Okefenokee
Swamp in the southeastern part
of the state. However, black
bears can and do range over
larger areas; especially in early
spring and late summer, when
natural food sources are
scarce. Young male bears are
also known to disperse in an
effort to establish their own
territory.

In urban and suburban
areas, garbage, birdseed, and
pet food are the most common
bear attractants. In addition to
properly storing food and gar-
bage, homeowners in known
bear areas are advised to bring
pet food indoors and to remove
bird feeders during the spring
and late summer.

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fective way to resolve human-
bear conflicts is to remove
the attractant,” says
Hammond. “In most cases,
that simply means making
garbage, birdseed, pet food
and other non-natural food
items inaccessible.”
Though the American
black bear (Ursus americanus)
is now considered the most
common bear in North
America and the only native
bear found in Georgia, at one
point the species was nearly
eradicated from the state due
to poaching and habitat loss.

Yet, because of sound wildlife
management practices
Georgia’s current black bear
population is healthy and esti-
mated between 2,300 and 2,500
bears statewide.
