The season opens with 
the premiere of “Awesome 
Light: Discoveries from the 
Telescopes of Maunakea” on 
Friday, Aug. 20, at 8 p.m. The 
show will also be presented on 
the following Friday evenings: 
Aug. 27, Sept. 3, 17 and 24 and 
Oct. 1. Planetarium admission 
is $3 for adults, $2 for students 
and free with YHC ID.

“Awesome Light: Dis-
coveries from the Telescopes 
of Maunakea” is a new full-
dome production of Sky-Skan 
for Imiloa Astronomy Center 
of Hawaii distributed by Sky-
Skan, Inc. that showcases the 
latest discoveries from the gi-
ant telescopes located atop the 
mountain of Maunakea, giving 
a 3-D glimpse of the technology, 
people and instrumentation that 
allow us to see into the skies. 
Audience members will feel as 
if they are standing inside the 
observatories and could reach 
out and touch the telescopes.

Narrated by 
Academy-Award nominated ac-
tor Liam Neeson, this exciting 
fulldome production allows au-
diences to experience a simulat-
ed flight to a supermassive black 
hole lurking at the center of the 
Milky Way Galaxy.

Indians’ Head Football
Coach Kyle Langford said
he really hadn’t paid much
attention to the redecorated
Rock on Monday.

“I’ll have to be honest
with you, I really didn’t even
notice it,” he said.

Never-
theless, the gritty signal
caller has his eyes focused
on avenging the besmirching
of The Rock on the football
field.

“It motivates me and it
makes me mad,” he said.
“It’s going to make me play
harder and better on Friday
night. It gives me the moti-
vation to go out there with a
mission in mind. It’s all about
respect and it’s time people
begin to respect this football
team.”

Those are tall words
coming from a freshman. But
senior lineman Dylen Nelson
said he’ll give his quarterbacks
the opportunity to make the
best of the situation.

“Remembering the
graffiti on The Rock will
make the payback taste a
little bit better on Friday
night,” he said. “I mean, why
would they want to do that?
