Last week was a great 
week for the Towns County 
Indians and Lady Indians Soc-
cer Teams, with each going 2-0 
in their respective games.

The action began on 
Wednesday, March 16, on 
Towns County turf against 
Lincoln County High School.

Up first were the Lady 
Indians with fast-paced action. 
Junior Sarah Shook scored the 
first two goals within the first 
half of the game.

In the second half, senior 
Miranda Spain scored on a 
penalty kick, and freshman 
Abby Gardella scored a goal 
with an assist by senior Macy 
Brinson to end the game 4-0 
over Lincoln.

“It was a big region win 
that solidified our place in the 
playoffs,” Girls Head Coach 
Clay Livingston said. “We 
were very excited how we 
played tonight, even though 
unfortunately we have lost 
a very important player for 
the rest of this year in junior 
Jayden Taylor.

“She suffered an injury, 
and it looks like she is going to 
need knee surgery. So, we wish 
her a speedy recovery first and 
foremost, and we want to let 
her know she will always be 
one our Lady Indians.

“Tonight, we tried a 
few different formation and 
personnel packages, and it 
worked out in our favor. We 
are continuing to improve on 
communication with some 

new players who have stepped 
up into new spots, so it is a 
process, but we approach it as 
a marathon, not a sprint.”

The Indians were up 
next and exhibited the same 
level of energy to win 4-2 
against Lincoln.

Sophomore Jay Grims-
ley split two defenders and 
beat a third for his first goal 
of the season, and senior Lane 
Lallement followed with a 
pair of scores – a nice move/
shot combo and a header off a 

Grimsley assisted corner.
Finally, senior Zion 

Henderson scored from a 
tough shot at a deep angle near 
the goal line.

“That all took place in 
the first half,” Boys Head 
Coach Rollie Thomas said. 
“We had opportunity after op-
portunity in the second half, 
but we just could not find the 
back of the net.

“It was a tough game, 
but I am so happy to be coach-
ing this hard-working team, 

and we walked away with the 
win, so I will definitely take 
that.”

The last games of the 
week were away on Friday, 
March 18, against Washing-
ton-Wilkes High School.

Towns County’s ladies 
were first to play and had a 
great victory in the end with 
9-0 over Wilkes, improving 
their region record to 7-1 on 
the season.

Gardella had 4 goals, 
and senior Bazya Smith scored 

an unassisted goal, while Spain 
had a goal and an assist. Shook 
earned a goal and three as-
sists, and sophomore Halie 
Arrowood scored a goal and 
two assists, with freshman 
Jersei Sofield fielding a goal 
as well.

“It was a great week for 
the ladies, winning two more 
region games and locking up 
a playoff spot,” Livingston 
said. “Our back four, senior 
Rylie Livingston, junior Alana 
Stowers, sophomore Eliza-

beth Edwards and senior Gali 
Quijada, as well as our first 
off-the-bench player freshman 
Lilly Cannon, played magnifi-
cent this week in front of both 
of our very capable keepers, 
freshman Drew Livingston and 
sophomore Laura Mauldin.

“We collected two more 
region shutouts this week be-
cause of their stellar play.”

The Indians took to 
the field next and ultimately 
scored another great win 4-3 
over Wilkes, bringing their 
region record to 5-5, with 
Lallement scoring 2 goals and 
junior Grant Ingram netting 
2 also.

“Lallement beat the last 
defender on his two, thus cre-
ating his own shot, and Ingram 
had two beautiful shots from 
20 yards out,” Thomas said.

A double yellow card 
ejection resulted in the Indians 
playing a man down for the last 
30 minutes of the match, but 
that didn’t stop Towns County 
from earning the win.

“We stayed in heavy 
defensive mode and conceded 
a few goals but held on to get 
the dub,” Thomas said. “We 
are still learning composure 
in tight, emotional games. This 
was a good one to learn from, 
and we are pushing forward.”

The  Towns  County 
teams were set to play next 
after press time on Monday, 
March 21, at home against 
Barrow Arts & Sciences Acad-
emy. Senior Night is slated 
for Friday, March 25, at home 
against Greene County, with 
play to begin at 5:30 p.m.
