Towns County baseball
picked up a pair of wins last
week over Copper Basin, TN
and Tallulah Falls.

At Basin, the Indians
held leads of 8-1 and 11-2 be-
fore the Cougars scored one in
the fifth and five in the sixth
for a 12-8 final on Friday.

At Tallulah on Wednes-
day, the game was canceled
after three innings but Towns
held a 4-3 lead thanks to a
run in the first and three in
the second.

Indians 4, Tallulah Falls
3 - Trent Bradshaw pitched
all three innings, allowing
two earned runs on two hits
and three walks while fan-
ning five.

Tallulah took a 2-1 lead
after an inning but it was
short-lived as Fullerton blast-
ed a two-run shot left.

Davenport followed

three times each.

Fullerton added an
RBI double, Bradshaw drove
in one and Kaden McClure
scored a run.

In the first, Davenport
walked and scored, then Den-
ton singled and scored.
