“When Shook scored with
the double-assist from Spain
and Arrowood, it was one of
the prettiest goals I have ever
seen,” Girls Head Coach Clay
Livingston said. “It started with
a free kick from our own side of
the field.

“We went fast to try and
take advantage of Treutlen being
out of position, then (sophomore)
Elizabeth Edwards sent a beau-
tiful ball down to Spain, who
headed it to Arrowood. Halie
executed a terrific chest trap,
