Indians host six-team

The Towns County men 
hosted a half-dozen teams at last 
week’s basketball camp allowing 
first-year head coach Brian Hun-
nicutt to develop chemistry with 
the returning Indians players. 

Last week’s camp included 
Kings Ridge, Pinecrest Academy, 
Robbinsville, NC, Union County 
and White County. The Indians 
were able to get in four games 
Thursday with Hunnicutt focus-
ing on the big picture, explaining 
that the offseason is a marathon, 
not a sprint. 

“We’re not really con-
cerned with our wins and losses 
during the summer,” he said. 
“We’re more focused on getting 
our guys experience in a varsity 

setting. Collin Crowder and Kyle  
Oakes return as starters from last 
year’s team. They’re the only 
two players on the team with any 
significant varsity experience. 
They’ve been tremendous leaders 
for us. We’ve rested them at times 
this summer in order to get some 
younger guys some playing time. 
I’ve been really impressed with 
the way our inexperienced play-
ers have been showing growth. 

“We’ve competed well,” 
he continued. “We’re using this 
time as a chance for the guys 
to get comfortable with what 
we want to do as coaches. Also, 
it’s a chance for us to evaluate 
the players and prepare for the 
season.”
