Five MGC gymnasts claim titles at AAU State Championships

Roswell - Eight state titles 
were brought home to Blairs-
ville’s Mountain Gymnastics 
Center following a superb perfor-
mance at last month’s AAU State 
Championships.

In the Gold division, Lola 
Patton picked up an All Around 
State Championship with a score 
of 36.525.

She placed second on the 
floor, third on the vault and bars, 
and fifth on the beam.

Overall her gold team 
placed sixth after Bre Arp and Av-
ery Frechette each placed fifth all 
around, Josie Poston was seventh,

Meanwhile, Dakota Ho-
geback left Roswell as a three-
time state champ in the Sil-
ver division after recording the 
top score on the vault (9.675), 
the floor (9.3), and all around 
(37.9).

Hogeback finished second 
on the beam and third on the bars 
to round out her day.

Another Silver division 
competitor, Reese Chambers won 
a state title on the beam with a 
score of 9.475.

Chambers took third on the 
bars, fourth on the floor, sixth on 
the vault, and third all around. 

Lillian Peacock picked up 
a pair of Level 3 state titles with 
a 9.425 on the beam and a 9.475 

on the floor.
Her all around score of 

37.65 was just shy of first place 
but good enough for a runner up 
finish. 

Emma Schuette also went 
home a state champ after her 
vault score of 9.2 topped the 
field.

Schuette’s third place fin-
ish on the beam and fifth place on 
the bars gave her a second place 
all around score of 35.

On May 13-14, four MGC 
gymnasts participated in the 
Southeast Region Champion-
ships in Myrtle Beach, SC and 
Mia McCombs’ third place 
Platinum division finish on the 
bars was the team’s best of the 
weekend.

The top all around Plati-

num division performance be-
longed to Erin Raper, who took 
home ninth.

In the Gold division, Sofia 
Swartz and Hana Gregory each 
placed ninth on the bars and 
beam, respectively.

Earlier in the spring, Raper 
was sixth, Swartz - seventh, 
Gregory - ninth, and McCombs 
- 10th at the USA Xcel State 
Championships in Cartersville. 
Annalyse Kiernan, who  placed 
fourth all around, turned in 
MGC’s strongest performance.

At the Level 2 State Cham-
pionships in Gainesville, Adriana 
Viera was ninth all around, Kara 
Lodge was 14th all around and 
Millie Banks placed fourth on 
the floor.
