Indians run ‘out of gas’ in 42-28 Homecoming loss

In a thrillingly close
showdown last Friday night
at the Homecoming game,
the Towns County Indians
fell short against Coosa with
a final score of 42-28.

The first quarter netted
Coosa two scores to Towns’
one, setting Coosa ahead at
14-6.

After two touchdowns
by the Indians in the second
quarter as well as another
Coosa touchdown, Towns
narrowed the gap to 21-20 at
the break.

After some well-crafted
plays to move the ball down
the field in the third quarter,
Towns took the lead briefly at
28-21 before another Coosa
touchdown tied up the score
at 28-28. The final quarter
proved unfavorable for the
Indians with Coosa tacking
on two more touchdowns and
the Eagles walked away with
a 42-28 victory.

The rushing game stood
out for both teams, with Towns
amassing an impressive 293
yards from 38 carries, while
Coosa gained 272 yards on
36 carries.

Through the air, Towns
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completed 3-of-8 passes for a
total of 66 yards, securing one
touchdown pass. However,
they couldn’t overcome three
costly interceptions.

Coosa’s passing game
mirrored the Indians’ perfor-
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mance, going 3-8 for 17 yards.

Coosa recorded 11 first
downs throughout the entire
game, while Towns kept pace
with nine of their own. Both
teams successfully converted
on 3-of-5 third-down oppor-

tunities.

By the end of the game,
Towns had accumulated 15
total penalties, setting them
back 132 yards. Coosa was
penalized 12 times, losing
100 yards.

“Our kids were resil-
ient,” said head coach Jason
Roquemore. “We lost our QB
(Connor Chastain) on Wednes-
day, and Dustin Barrett had
268 yards rushing — that’s a
guy that found out he was go-

ing to play quarterback on that
Wednesday.”

The audience stayed on
the edge of their seats through-
out the close match, prepared
for a win by either team until
Coosa stole the show in the
4th quarter.

“We were up 28-21 in
the third, so it was just one of
those deals there towards the
end we ran out of gas,” said
Roquemore.

During halftime, the
Towns County Marching Band
got a break from the field as
the Homecoming festivities
commenced. Seniors Zane
Floyd and Hope Chastain
were crowned Homecoming
royalty.

This coming week the
football team will take another
bye week, hopefully restoring
their health and continuing to
improve their strategy.

“We’re down six kids,
and a lot of those kids play
critical spots,” Roquemore
said. “Hopefully those kids
will have time to continue to
progress and get healthy. It’s
the same approach we had
going into the first bye week.
We’re just going to continue
to get better at what we do.
Having a bye week allows you
to invest some time into those
opportunities.”
