Basketball: Indians, Lady Indians start season with two wins

The Towns County girls’ 
basketball team officially 
launched their season with 
back-to-back wins last week. 

On Tuesday, Nov. 14 the 
girls defeated Copper Basin, 
TN 55-47. Continuing their 
winning streak, they played 
Highlands, NC the next eve-
ning, taking away a 49-28 
victory.

Towns County’s triumph 
against Copper Basin last 
Tuesday night was led by 
Brelan Sieveking’s impres-
sive 23 points. Supporting her 
contribution was Scotlyn Fain 
with 9 points and Ansleigh 
Harden with eight. Kaleigh 
Beaver showcased her ver-
satility throughout the game, 
contributing eight points, eight 
rebounds, four blocks and four 
steals.

“(It was) a great way to 
start the season against a very 
physical and aggressive Cop-
per Basin team,” commented 
Coach Shea Taylor. “We are 
still missing some easy shots 
but hope to get that straight-
ened out moving forward. Our 
defense was great at times but 
we need more consistency.”

The fo l lowing day, 
Wednesday, Nov. 15, the team 
battled another tough opponent 
for a 49-28 victory.

Once again, star players 
Sieveking and Fain dominated 
the court, Sieveking contrib-
uting 12 points, four steals 
and three rebounds along-
side Fain’s 14 points, four 
assists and three steals. Laura 
Mauldin also shined Wednes-
day night with two points, 
10 rebounds, two assists and 
three steals. Other contribu-
tions from Beaver, Hardin and 
Emma Lallement reflected the 
team effort it took to come out 
on top.

Coach Taylor acknowl-
edged the game’s slow start, 
but praised the team’s defen-
sive skill and improved shoot-

ing from the previous matchup.
“As a team we shot the 

ball better tonight,” he said. 
“A lot of girls made contribu-
tions to what we are doing 
and some of the younger girls 
stepped up.

“These are two great 
wins but now it’s time to get 
back to work and prepare for 
next week.”

With two impressive 
wins under their belt, the 
Towns County girls’ basketball 
team is ready to face High-
lands, NC again next Tuesday, 
Nov. 21.

Notice is hereby given that the City of Hiawassee will accept com-
petitive sealed bids for the Lake Chatuge Boardwalk project, in strict con-
formity with the bidding and Contract Documents. 
 A02. Each bid must be submitted on the prescribed Bid Form. All blank 
spaces for bid prices must be filled in, in ink or typewritten, in both words 
and figures, and the certification (reference Bid Form paragraph B09) 
must be fully completed and executed when submitted.
 A03. Such sealed bids as received prior to 2:00 P.M. on December 12, 
2023 will be opened and read aloud at 2:00 P.M. on December 12, 2023 
in the Hiawassee City Hall, 50 River Street, Hiawassee, Georgia, 30546.

Their strong perfor-
mance before halftime set the 
tone for the rest of the game, 
and by the fourth quarter, 
Towns County was leading as 
much as 30 points. In the final 
period they closed out with a 
24-point victory.

Seniors Gage Rogers 
and Tanner Cunningham both 
contributed 12 points, while 
senior Walker Underwood 
pitched in nine.

This victorious start to 
the basketball season promises 
a string of competitive meet-
ings in the coming weeks.

The  Towns  County 
wrestling mat will see plenty 
of action in the upcoming 
weeks as the Indians prepare 
for an intense season. 

Although the team is 
pretty compact with only 11 
dedicated individuals, their 
enthusiasm and passion for the 
sport is remarkable.

This year, the team is 
led by Coach Clay Livingston. 
Even though Livingston hasn’t 
coached wrestling in 10 years, 
he is eager to dive back into 
the sport.

“We have a little bit of 
a period for me to acclimate 
and get back in the swing of 
things,” commented Livings-
ton. “It’s my first year coach-
ing wrestling here (at Towns 
County), so I’m getting to 
know the kids and they’re get-
ting to know me.”

Because of the coach-
ing changes and the nature of 
the sport itself, the team will 
surely face some challenges 
this season. Wrestling de-
mands discipline, dedication, 
a rigorous time commitment 
and for this team, the ability 
to adapt and be flexible. Not 
only will they be adjusting to 
a new coach, but because they 
share a practice facility with 
the middle school team, their 
practice schedule will vary 

day by day.
“If the middle school is 

practicing they practice right 
after school until 4:30 p.m., 
and then we practice from 4:30 
to 6 p.m.. If they’re away at a 
match or they get the day off 
for some reason, then we go 
right after school until 5 p.m.,” 
shared Livingston.

“Wrestling is not some-
thing you can fake. Every prac-
tice is brutal,” he continued. “ 
I’m really pleased with what 
we have out there right now 

and how we’re coming along.”
The team headed to El-

bert County Saturday morning, 
Nov. 18 for their first match of 
the season. 

“The kids are working 
hard and we’re excited to get 
on the mat this coming Satur-
day at Elbert county and kind 
of get an idea of what we need 
to work on. It’s going to be a 
work in progress so I’m just 
excited to see what happens 
this Saturday and go from 
there,” said Livingston.

Towns County introduced Clay Livingston as its new wrestling 
coach for the 2023-24 season.
