Johnson dominates at Pocono

Jimmie Johnson dominat-
ed Sunday’s Sprint Cup race
at Pocono, leading 128 laps of
the 160-lap race. Unless you
were a Johnson fan, there was
very little to cheer about, be-
cause the entire race was less-
than-exciting.

Johnson started on the pole
and except for the times he pit-
ted for fresh tires and fuel, he
was the leader.

“The car was fantastic,”
said Johnson. “It was awesome
on the straightaways. We had a
vibration several times that we
never quite figured out, but it
didn’t seem to affect the han-
dling of the car.”

The race’s sixth caution
came on lap 153. Greg Biffle
was fifth on the restart. Within
two laps he had moved into
second, but was unable to gain
on Johnson’s No. 48.

“I really didn’t have any-
thing for Jimmie,” said Biffle.
[ just wasn’t able to catch him.
Maybe we can get back on
track next week at Michigan.
That’s a track we’ve always
ran well on.”

Dale Earnhardt, Jr. ran
with the leaders for most of the
race and finished third.

“It’s been a good week-
end,” he said. “I’m just glad to
be able to run this well. Jim-
mie was good in turns 3 and
4. T just couldn’t do anything
with him.”

The remaining top-10
finishers were: Tony Stewart,
Ryan Newman, Kyle Busch,
Kurt Busch, Denny Hamlin,
Kevin Harvick, and Joey Lo-
gano.

Though Joe Gibbs Racing
drivers Kyle Busch and Ham-
lin finished sixth and eighth,
respectively, Hamlin said he
could feel a reduction in horse-
power in his TRD (Toyota
Racing Development) engine,
after the engines were detuned
in favor of reliability in reac-
tion to several recent valve
train failures.

“Any horsepower change
is going to be a difficult
thing to overcome, especially
this week and next week (at
Michigan), our two horse-
power race tracks,” Hamlin
said. “I wouldn’t be opposed
to say that other guys prob-
ably stepped up coming to this
race track, and we took a step
back.

“It’s kind of a double
whammy, but it’s some-
thing TRD’s going to work

through.”

BAYNE GETS WIN
FOR NEW WIFE
Trevor Bayne won the

rain-delayed Nationwide race
at Iowa Speedway. The race
was originally set for Saturday
night, but rain showers forced
NASCAR officials to postpone
it until Sunday morning.

Bayne had ‘tied the
knot’ last week and sealed the
deal with his win. Bayne took
the lead with 11 laps remain-
ing in the 250-mile race.

“I got married this
week,” said Bayne. “So (my
wife) Ashton told me I had
to win so nobody could say I
went into a slump after getting
married. I'm really excited
about this win and being a part
of this team.

“This Ford was so good
on the long run. After 30 laps
it really came to life. I'm so
proud of this team and what
they accomplished here today
- not giving up, even to the
end.”

Bayne was strong all
day, running second for much
of the race behind the No. 3
car of Austin Dillon. How-
ever, as the laps wound down
Bayne’s No. 6 Ford Mustang
began to make up the ground,
eventually catching Dillon and
engaging in a tight battle for
the lead, before passing the
No. 3 with just over 10 laps
remaining.

Dillon was second, fol-
lowed by Elliott Sadler, Sam
Hornish Jr., Kyle Larson, Bri-
an Scott, Regan Smith, Justin
Allgaier, Ryan Blaney, and
Mike Bliss.

Jeb Burton, son of for-
mer Cup Driver Ward Burton
won Friday night’s Truck race
at Texas Motor Speedway.
It was his first win in seven
starts.

“It was really fun,” said

Burton, “I'm just living the
dream. It’s huge. I’ve been
telling everybody once we get
one (win) they’re going to start
stacking-up.

Burton took the lead
from Ty Dillon on a restart on
Lap 144 of the 167-lap race
and led the remaining 23 laps.

“It’s a heartbreaker,”
said Dillon. “Our truck was the
dominant truck all night. That
last restart, it seemed like the
No. 88 (of Matt Crafton) gave
the No. 4 (of Burton) a good
push down the backstretch.
I can’t blame it on anybody.
You get a draft, that’s five ex-
tra horsepower. If I could do
it again tomorrow, I’d do it
again, take the top.”

CHASE ELLIOTT
WINS ARCA RACE

Bill Elliott’s seventeen-
year-old son, Chase Elliott be-
came the youngest superspeed-
way winner in ARCA Racing
Series history Saturday night,
as he won the Pocono ARCA
200 at Pocono Raceway.

Elliott raced his way
from the 32nd starting posi-
tion, took the lead with 21
laps to go, and then held back
a hard charge from fellow
17-year-old driver Erik Jones
to earn his career-first ARCA
victory.

“This means a ton to

me,” Elliott said. “It was about
10 years ago that I was sitting
in victory lane here with my
dad.”

Elliott, who had to test at
Pocono beforehand just to be
eligible to enter the race, was
the story of the show, setting
the age mark on a track that
his father won five career NA-
SCAR races at. The elder El-
liott stood alone atop the team
transporter for most of the race
watching his son make laps,
take the lead, and then hold on
for the victory.

“He definitely helped me
out a lot,” Chase continued.
“He wasn’t here Wednesday,
but we talked on the phone. It
was strange coming here be-
cause I am so used to coming
here with dad and watching
him race. It definitely opens
some doors for us and enables
us to do something different.”

Bricknell named to ABCA/Ranmgs NCAA Division II All-America team

Young Harris — Young
Harris College outfielder Zach
Bricknell has been named to
the American Baseball Coaches
Association/Rawlings NCAA
Division IT All-America First
Team.

Bricknell, who was
named to the NCAA Division
IT All-Southeast Region First
Team by both the National
Collegiate Baseball Writers As-
sociation and the ABCA earlier
this month, is the Mountain
Lions’ first All-American in
any sport since Young Harris
became a four-year institution.
Bricknell was one of four Peach
Belt Conference players named
to one of the three All-America

teams and the only one to be
named to the first team.

“Zach is not only an All-
American baseball player, he is
an All-American young man,”
said Young Harris Director of

Athletics Randy Dunn. “He is
a true representative of what a
student-athlete should be.”
Bricknell, a 6-foot-2 se-
nior from Woodstock, Ga.,
set four single-season records
(four-year institution) for the
Mountain Lions in as he was
named to the All-Peach Belt
first team in 2013. Bricknell,
who was named the Peach Belt
Player of the Week and the
NCBWA’s Hitter of the Week
once this season, set the YHC
all-time home run single-season
record with 22, surpassing Nick
Markakis’ total of 21 in 2003.
Bricknell, who became the 11th
PBC player to hit three homers
in a game, also set single-single

marks in RBI (68), total bases
(147) and slugging percentage
(.774). Bricknell, who became
only the second PBC player to
hit three home runs twice in
a game, led the Peach Belt in
homers, total bases and slug-
ging percentage and finished
second in RBI. Bricknell, who
batted .326 (62-for-190) with
13 doubles and 41 runs scored,
was eighth in the league in
triples with three.

Young Harris, which is
in year two of the three-year
NCAA Division II membership
process, finished 2013 with a
25-23 overall record and a 10-
19 ledger in its first Peach Belt
campaign.
