July 9 will be the Annual 
Youth Football Camp at the High 
School Practice Field, starting at 8 
a.m. until noon that Saturday. 

Football camp will be free 
of charge, and will feature drills 
put on by all the youth football 
coaches, the new Towns County 
Indians Head Football Coach 
John Cornett, as well as the Towns 
County players themselves.

TCYFL Director Jimmy 
Smith will be signing up youth 
football players after the camp on 

July 9, and signups will continue 
for two weeks after the football 
camp.

Required at time of signup 
will be $90 to play for the season, 
which covers the game jersey, 
insurance and a trophy at the end 
of the season. 

Also, kids new to youth 
football will need to bring a copy – 
not the original – of their birth cer-
tificates. If youth athletes played 
last year, they will not need to bring 
a copy of their birth certificates.

The Towns County In-
dians and new Football Head 
Coach John Cornett have been 
busy during the offseason, 
and are less than one month 
away from hitting the field 
in a scrimmage contest with 
Washington-Wilkes on Aug. 
5.

Last weekend, Indi-
ans football held a barbecue 
fundraiser on the Hiawassee 
Town Square, and they will 
be opening up a booth at the 
Georgia Mountain Fair later 
this month. 

“We’ll be there every 
day selling snow cones, jer-
seys and a few other things,” 
Coach Cornett said. “Then in 
the fall, we’re going to help 
the wrestling team with their 
duck sales where everyone 
buys a rubber duck and they 
have a race down the river. 
We’re also going to help Ms. 
McConnell and HOSA (Health 
Occupation Students of Amer-
ica) sell the discount cards. So 
we’re all getting together and 
getting involved and trying to 
raise some money for Towns 
County High School.”

During the  summer 
break, the Indians football 
team has been working out 
during the week with an av-
erage of 30 to 35 players but, 
Coach Cornett expects more

to come out later this month.

“After the Dead Week 
in July (July 3 through July 
10), I expect about five or 10 
more to show up. But every-
thing has been going really 
good and everyone is working 
very hard.”

The team has also taken 
part in some teambuilding 

exercises, according to Coach 
Cornett, to build camaraderie 
and improve teamwork.

“We went down to Daw-
sonville to play Airsoft, and 
another Friday we had Bubble 
Bros come in, which is a life-
sized bubble that you get in 
and play soccer and football 
in,” Coach Cornett said. “One 

weekend they all got out on 
the lake together and went to 
a rope swing and hung out, 
so they’re getting some good 
teambuilding in for sure.”

Towns County will open 
the regular season on Aug. 
19 at Hayesville, NC, before 
a bye week. The month of 
September kicks off with 

the home opener on Sept. 2 
against George Walton Acad-
emy.

The Indians will not 
leave Hiawassee until Sept. 
23, following home games 
with Prince Avenue (Sept. 
9) and Riverside Military 
Academy (Sept. 16). Towns 
County football is 9-8 all-time 

vs Riverside, who Towns’ nine 
victories over is the most wins 
versus any program in Indian 
football history.

Their lone road trip dur-
ing the month will come on 
Sept. 23 when they visit Ath-
ens Academy. On Sept. 30, the 
Indians will welcome Hebron 
Christian to Frank McClure 
Memorial Stadium.

Towns County will be 
off on Oct. 7 prior to three 
road games to round out the 
month. A trip to Athens Chris-
tian on Oct. 14 will be fol-
lowed by visits to Commerce 
on Oct. 21 and Lakeview 
Academy on Oct. 28, where 
the Indians were victorious, 
25-21 in 2015.

On Nov. 4, the regular 
season will come to a close 
with Senior Night at TCHS as 
Providence Christian makes 
the trip up to the mountains 
from Gwinnett County for the 
second straight season.

Last year, the Indians 
defeated Providence 21-14 
in the season finale for their 
second win over the Storm in 
as many games.

When asked about his 
early impressions of Towns 
County football, Coach Cor-
nett’s response proved that he 
couldn’t be happier.

“I love it here,” he said. 
“My wife and I are tickled 
to death to be up here in the 
mountains, and we’re not go-
ing anywhere.”
